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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS on RACH and Mobility Robustness optimisation to RAN2. RAN2 discussed the RACH and Mobility Robustness Optimisation features and the information signalled by a UE to the NG RAN as part of the RACH Report, RLF Report and Successful Handover Report
and would like to provide the following feedback:
RACH Report: RACH report information only includes SSB index and number of preambles sent.
RLF Report: RLF report includes RRM related measurement to report only beam index (SSB/CSI-RS) for both serving and neighbouring cells, if RLF led by RACH failure, RACH report includes attempted SSB index and number of preambles sent. It is not necessary for UE to report measurement of reference signals used for RLM/BFD/BFR. For sensor data in RLF report, UE reports uncompensated barometric pressure (UBP) for UE altitude information if available.
Successful Handover Report: It is not necessary to support successful handover report in MRO in Rel.16.
