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Introduction
[bookmark: _Toc242573354]In the current version of 38.300 [1], the description of IRAT mobility seems to have made an important assumption that only mobility to and from E-UTRAN is supported. This, however, has not been described properly in the document. It has given rise to difficulties in understanding of the description and difficulties in updating the document when IRAT mobility is extended to other scenarios.
Discussion
The mobility chapter in 38.300 currently has the following structure:
9	Mobility and State Transitions
9.1	Overview
9.2	Intra-NR
9.3	Inter RAT
9.3.1	Intra 5GC 
9.3.2	From 5GC to EPC
9.3.3	From EPC to 5GC
9.4	Roaming and Access Restrictions
[bookmark: _Hlk16516637]No overview or introduction is given directly under clause 9.3, "Inter RAT". The subclauses 9.3.1 to 9.3.3 go directly into the description of the different core-network scenarios. It is not clear if this particular structure is intended for describing IRAT mobility for NR in general of if it is applicable to NR–E-UTRAN mobility only.
Following the current structure, adding support for other scenarios, e.g., 5G-SRVCC to UTRAN, would require the addition of a subclause 9.3.4 for "5GC to MSC", which is strange, to say the least. To correct the problem, one of the following options may be adopted:
Option 1. Restructure clause 9.3 and add an overview subclause:
9.3	Inter RAT
9.3.1	Overview
9.3.2	Mobility between NR and E-UTRAN
9.3.2.1	Intra 5GC
9.3.2.2	From 5GC to EPC
9.3.2.3	From EPC to 5GC
9.3.3	Mobility between NR and UTRAN
With this structure, future extension can be supported easily and logically. For the example at hand, support for 5G-SRVCC to UTRAN may be added in a new subclause (9.3.3) as shown or, if the impact is small enough, included in the overview subclause (9.3.1) only.
Option 2. Keeping the current structure but updating the headers of subclause 9.3.1-3 to make the clarify the context:
9.3	Inter RAT
9.3.1	NR–E-UTRAN mobility: Intra 5GC
9.3.2	NR–E-UTRAN mobility: From 5GC to EPC
9.3.3	NR–E-UTRAN mobility: From EPC to 5GC
9.3.4	NR–UTRAN mobility
In addition to updating the header, a sentence in each of the relevant subclauses clarifying the scope of the subclause will also be helpful. This option makes it necessary to open a new subclause for supporting 5G-SRVCC to UTRAN. Including the necessary description only in subclause 9.1 for the overall overview is less desirable.
Option 3. Same as Option 2 but without updating the existing headers. 
This option relies on a descriptive heading for any new subclauses to give the reader a hint that the previous subclauses are for NR–E-UTRAN mobility. Describing new functionalities such as 5G-SRVCC support in 9.1 without opening a new subclauses would then be even more undesirable.
A clear way forward is needed for the extension of 38.300. 
Proposal 1:	Consider adopting one of the above options for future extensions to the IRAT mobility subclause in 38.300.
