Introduction
At RAN2#106 meeting, RAN2 made some agreements on UE behaviors during and after CHO execution procedure. In this paper, we discuss UE behaviors upon re-establishment.

Discussion
In current TS 36.331 [2], upon initiation of RRC connection re-establishment, there are some UE behaviors like stop some timers, reset MAC, release some stored configurations.
At RAN2#106 meeting, some RAN2 agreements/assumptions are related to re-establishment.

Working assumption:

At RLF the UE performs cell selection and if the selected cell is a CHO candidate then the UE attempts CHO execution, otherwise re-establishment is performed.

At legacy handover failure (T304 expiry) or failure to access a CHO candidate cell (T304-like expiry), the UE performs cell selection and if the selected cell is a CHO candidate then the UE attempts CHO execution, otherwise re-establishment is performed.

In our understanding, during CHO execution procedure, the UE should store CHO configurations, e.g. CHO execution conditions, configurations of CHO candidate cells. Based on the above RAN2 assumptions, re-establishment is performed when CHO execution is not performed, so it is our understanding that the stored CHO configurations are not useful anymore when the UE starts the re-establishment procedure.

In addition, the purpose of re-establishment procedure is to re-establish the RRC connection, and the UE should do the procedure as quickly as possible, and thus it seems unnecessary for the UE to store CHO configurations.

After re-establishment is successfully performed, the network may initiate another CHO procedure.
In general, we prefer that the UE shall clear all CHO configuration upon initiation of the RRC connection re-establishment procedure.

Proposal: It is proposed RAN2 to agree that the UE shall clear all CHO configuration upon initiation of the RRC connection re-establishment procedure.
