Agreements
1) The SN is allowed to setup a default DRB for SN-terminated bearers (i.e., and for PDU sessions associated with an SDAP entity mapped to the SN).
2)	 The MN decides whether the SN is allowed to setup the default DRB.
3) The MN informs the SN whether it can configure a default DRB via an indication included in the Xn signalling (RAN3 to confirm).

However, in the stage 3 specification is not clear in which option the field defaultDRB is used and which CG can configure it.

Indicates the list of QFIs of UL QoS flows of the PDU session to be additionally mapped to this DRB. A QFI value can be included at most once in all configured instances of SDAP-Config with the same value of pdu-Session.
