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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 recently discussed Layer-1 IDs and Layer-2 IDs for NR Sidelink. RAN2 agreed that Source/Destination Layer-2 IDs are 24 bits long in NR Sidelink as in LTE Sidelink. 

In addition, RAN2 understands that a Destination Layer-1 ID can be explicitly included in a SCI which can also include a Source Layer-1 ID, e.g. for HARQ (re-)transmissions, according to RAN1 agreements. RAN2 thinks that a TX UE can indicate the Layer-1 ID(s) to a RX UE for NR sidelink transmissions via a PC5-RRC message e.g. for unicast. The Layer-1 ID included in the SCI does not need to be a part of the Layer-2 ID for NR. TX UE can allocate the Layer-1 ID by ensuring that allocation of the Layer 1-ID would not cause ID collision.
RAN2 expects that RAN1 will make decision on the actual size of the Layer-1 IDs and whether the size is configurable or fixed.
