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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed on a new mechanism for handling the consistent UL LBT failures in the MAC specification and reached the following agreements:

	RAN2 agreements for handling of the consistent UL LBT failures (to be updated)
· The consistent LBT failures should be handled per LBT subband regardless of the cause of the transmission (RACH, SR, PUSCH), the type of the uplink channel (PRACH, PUCCH, PUSCH), or the LBT type.
· In order to detect the consistent LBT failures, a timer, a counter, and a threshold for the counter should be configured per LBT subband.
· The timer operation should be designed based on RLF detection mechanism; When the UE receives an LBT failure indication, the UE increments the counter by 1 and starts the timer, if not running; When the UE receives an LBT success indication while the timer is running, the UE stops the timer and resets the counter to 0.

· The UE declares the consistent LBT failure problem, when the timer expires and the counter value is larger than or equal to the threshold.
· Upon detection of the consistent LBT failures for at least one LBT subband within the current active BWP, the UE switches the active BWP by itself to a BWP with the medium congestion below a certain level.
