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1 Introduction
In RAN#84 meeting, the WID for power saving is updated based on the results of RAN2 study, and the following is the objective for the WI [1].

	1) Specify, if agreed, the mechanism to provide UE assistance information [RAN2, RAN1]:

· Study and select among the following UE assistance information for RAN2 by RAN#85:

power preferred information (baseline LTE PPI in a well-defined manner) and UE's preference on C-DRX, BWP and SCell configuration [RAN2].

NOTE: additional UE assistance information for RAN1-specific power saving techniques to indicate what setting of parameters related to this Work Item will lead to power savings for the UE can be included if agreed in RAN1.  


In this paper, we discuss the procedure of assistance information reporting. 
2 Discussion
In general, we think the UE assistance information reporting for power saving should be controlled by the network as other UE assistance information. The gNB can configure the UE whether assistance information reporting for power saving is allowed. The UE can only report this assistance information when it is enabled by the network. If the enabling is UE specific, UE capability is needed to indicate the support of assistance information for power saving.

Proposal 1: UE assistance information reporting for UE power saving can be enabled/disabled by the gNB.
Moreover, it is up to network to decide to whether to reconfigure e.g. SCells/bandwidth/MIMO/DRX parameters for the UE or not after receiving such assistance information. Also, similar to the other UE assistance information, it is unnecessary and difficult to specify the condition under which the UE can trigger the report of the assistance information for power saving. Up to UE implementation could work well.

Proposal 2: How to trigger the report of the assistance information for power saving is up to UE implementation.
To avoid frequent reporting, the gNB can configure the UE with a prohibit timer to restrict the frequency of assistance information for power saving. The UE should start the prohibit timer once the assistance information for power saving is transmitted, and the assistance information for power saving cannot be transmitted when the prohibit timer is running.
Proposal 3: A prohibit timer is introduced to avoid frequent reporting.
3 Conclusion

In this paper we discuss the procedure of assistance information reporting and propose:
Proposal 1: UE assistance information reporting for UE power saving can be enabled/disabled by the gNB.
Proposal 2: How to trigger the report of the assistance information for power saving is up to UE implementation.
Proposal 3: A prohibit timer is introduced to avoid frequent reporting.
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
