	Summary of change:
	1. Clarify in the field description of voiceOverNR so that the UE is allowed to support NR and IMS voice over E-UTRA/EPC but does not support IMS voice over NR.
2. Clarify in the field description of voiceOverEUTRA-5GC that if the UE supports IMS voice over E-UTRA/5GC and is capable of E-UTRA/EPC, the UE is mandated to support IMS voice over E-UTAR/EPC.
