It may be understood that SRB3 is to be deleted only if radioBearerConfig is present in some RRC message, which can be the case in an RRCConnectionReconfiguration message with endc-ReleaseAndAdd, or if the radioBearerConfig includes srb3-ToRelease.
If the UE has such an interpretation but not the network, the UE may consider SRB3 to still be established and consequently, when implementing  SRB addition/modification (see 5.3.5.6.3) later, the UE will consider this as a reconfiguration without PDCP re-establishment and will not configure ciphering and fail to decipher messages on SRB3.

If the network has such an interpretation but not the UE, the network might include srb3-ToRelease while the UE considers SRB3 as not established, which could result in reconfiguration failure and trigger re-establishment.
