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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 thanks SA2 for the reply LS on assistance indication for WUS. 
RAN2 discussed SA2 questions on the need for mobility assistance information for WUS. 
SA2 would like to ask RAN2 whether additional assistance information is required and/or MME needs to NOT send WUS Assistance Information in S1 Paging message for highly mobile UEs that will be interpreted by RAN to not use WUS.
RAN2’s reply: 
RAN2 understands SA2 concern that mobile UEs negatively impact the benefit of WUS for other UEs in multiple cells due to paging escalation. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN2 thinks that mobility information from the MME is not feasible and/or accurate to solve the above problem. Thus:
· From RAN2 point of view, mobility information from the MME and/or WUS disabling mechanism triggered by MME are not needed.
· RAN2 intends to introduce a RAN mechanism from Rel-15 to use WUS only in “the last connected cell” to address SA2 concern on mobility.
