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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank SA3 for the reply LS in S3-193802 and in S3-193854. Based on the information provided by SA3, RAN2 first discussed the following SA3 assumption made in S3-193802 which needs RAN2 to check, and would like to provide the following feedback:
	For the PC5-RRC messages, SA3 have made the following assumption:

Assumption 1: The PC5-RRC signalling for AS-layer configuration shall only be sent after security has been established.

RAN2 are asked to inform SA3 if they disagree with the above assumption.


RAN2 feedback: RAN2 confirms this working assumption from SA3. Based on this SA3 assumption and other information in SA3’s LS, RAN2 further made the following working assumption: 
Working assumption: no extra security configuration/establishment procedure in the AS is needed between the two UEs in NR sidelink unicast; thus only one SL-SRB is needed to carry PC5-RRC signalling.

RAN2 also discussed other potential RAN2 impacts that result from security designs in NR sidelink, and would like to enquire SA3’s feedback on the following questions:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Q1: From the security perspective, how many SL-SRBs are needed for PC5-S messages of different types in NR sidelink unicast communication?
· Q2: For NR sidelink unicast, is the LCID or SLRB ID used as the input parameter “BEAR ID” for the AS ciphering and integrity algorithms for the SL-DRB and SL-SRB?
