Introduction
In this contribution, we present our view on consideration for C-RNTI monitoring in NR-U
2. Discussion
In the 2-step RA procedure, the MSG A consists of the RA preamble and the payload. For the MSGA transmission including the C-RNTI MAC CE, once the MSG A is transmitted, the UE monitors the PDCCH for an RA response identified by the C-RNTI as well as the MSGB-RNTI. If the UE receives the PDCCH indicating a new transmission addressed to the C-RNTI, the UE ends the RA procedure.
The reason why the UE monitors the PDCCH identified by the MSB-RNTI is to receive the fallback indication in MSGB. In other words, at the network side, when the RA preamble is successfully received, but the payload is not received, the network transmits the fallback indication in the MSGB to allow the UE to transmit the MSG 3 in 4-step RA procedure.
Observation 1. In the 2-step RA procedure, for the MSGA transmission comprising the C-RNTI MAC CE, the UE ends the RA procedure when the UE receives the PDCCH identified by the C-RNTI. On the other hand, the UE transmits the MSG3 when the UE receives the fallback indication in the PDCCH identified by the MSB-RNTI.

According to the agreement in the RAN1, before MSG A transmission, the UE performs the LBT procedure for each of the RA preamble and the payload. If the LBT outcome of the preamble is successful, but the LBT outcome of the payload is failed, the UE transmits only the preamble of the MSGA. 
Observation 2. In NR-U, if the LBT outcome of the preamble is successful, but the LBT outcome of the payload is failed, the UE transmits only the preamble of the MSGA.
Since the network transmits the fallback indication to allow the UE to transmit the MSG3 in the 4-step procedure, the UE does not need to monitor the PDCCH identified by the C-RNTI. In other words, even though the network will not transmit PDCCH scrambled by C-RNTI, the UE has to monitor PDCCH with C-RNTI unnecessarily.
Proposal 1. In NR-U, the UE monitors only the PDCCH identified by the MSB-RNTI if the UE transmits only the preamble of the MSA.
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we discussed the details of consideration for C-RNTI monitoring and proposed that: 
Observation 1. In the 2-step RA procedure, for the MSGA transmission comprising the C-RNTI MAC CE, the UE ends the RA procedure when the UE receives the PDCCH identified by the C-RNTI. On the other hand, the UE transmits the MSG3 when the UE receives the fallback indication in the PDCCH identified by the MSB-RNTI.

Observation 2. In NR-U, if the LBT outcome of the preamble is successful, but the LBT outcome of the payload is failed, the UE transmits only the preamble of the MSGA.
Proposal 1. In NR-U, the UE monitors only the PDCCH identified by the MSB-RNTI if the UE transmits only the preamble of the MSA.
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
