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Introduction

Discussion

1. Proposals for 2-bit CQI
· [2]-P1: RAN2 encouraged to agree on the optimal and least restrictive solution 1 for 2-bit CQI.
· [2]-P2: RAN2 endorse the text changes proposed in section 2 to be included in the running CR to 36.321 for eMTC. 
· Provides further information on solution 1 for 2-bit CQI.
· Summary Proposal 1: Discuss the email report and if agreement on solution 1 then endorse proposal [2]. P2.

2. Proposals to enable CQI reporting in MSG3
· [3]-P: When DL quality report is enabled then the 8 bit report is always enabled.
· [4]-P2: If 2-bit option is supported, a configuration where 2-bit report is enabled, and 4-bit report is disabled, is not allowed. Either option 1 or option 2 ASN.1 code is introduced
· [4]-P3: If 2-bit option is not supported, option 3 ASN.1 code is introduced
· Think these proposals are related to 2-bit/8-bit CQI in MSG3. Assuming both 2-bit/8-bit reports are supported in the cell then the actual decision to send 2-bit/8-bit be made on the grant size then it looks reasonable to enable both 2-bit/8-bit simultaneously. It seems rather illogical to say if network enables 2-bit CQI then it shall also enable-8 bit CQI. There is no technical reason. Networks normally like freedom.
· Summary Proposal 2: [FFS] a configuration where 2-bit repot is enabled and 4-bit report is disabled is not allowed.

3. Proposals to trigger CQI reporting in RRC connected mode
· [4]-P1	Quality Report trigger in Connected Mode for eMTC is the same MAC CE as agreed for NB-IoT
· Summary Proposal 3: Quality Report trigger in Connected Mode for eMTC is the same MAC CE as agreed for NB-IoT.

4. Proposals to enable CQI reporting on per CE level
· [4]-P4	Regardless of which option is selected according to Proposals 2 and 3, MPDCCH-CQI-ParametersCE IE is configured per CE Level
