1 Introduction
RAN2 also received an LS from SA2 asking whether mobility between Cat M and NR is supported [4] and this paper propose a response.
2 Response to LS from SA2

SA2 has asked the following questions [4]:

SA2 kindly asks RAN2 whether a category M1/M2 device accessing WB-E-UTRA does not indicate NR support, and whether a device accessing NR does not indicate category M1/M2.
It is sourcing companies view that a Cat M1/M2 UE is a bandwidth reduced low complexity UE hence such a UE would not have the necessary capability to support NR RAT. Therefore, sourcing company believes the correct response to SA2 is as follows:

A category M1/M2 UE does not support interworking with NR.
By interworking covers following:

· handover or reselection by UE operating in eMTC to NR cell

· handover or reselection by UE operating in NR to eMTC cell

· eMTC UE reporting NR capability

· NR UE reporting eMTC capability

The above restrictions do not apply to normal LTE UE supporting CE mode.

Proposal 1:
Reply to SA2 that A category M1/M2 UE does not support interworking with NR.
A draft reply LS with this response is provided in [7].
Sourcing company also considers it is useful to state in stage 2 specification 36.300 section 23.7a that interworking with NR is not supported and a CR is provided in [8].
Proposal 2:
Clarify in TS 36.300 that BL UE does not support interworking with NR.
Summary

Considering the physical limitations of Cat M UE, sourcing company proposes the following.
Proposal 1:
Reply to SA2 that A category M1/M2 UE does not support interworking with NR.
Proposal 2:
Clarify in TS 36.300 that BL UE does not support interworking with NR.
For proposal 1, a draft reply LS is provided in [7] and for proposal 2 a CR to TS 36.300 is provided in [8].
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
