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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks RAN3 for the LS on QoS Monitoring for URLLC. 

There are two questions raised in the LS:
Q1) On the definition of the UL packet delay result of Uu interface, does the D1 defined in TS 38.314 is included in the UL packet delay result of Uu interface stated in TS 23.501 from requirement point of view?

Q2) The RAN part of delay consists of several components which may need to be measured at different entities (e.g. CU-UP, DU) within NG-RAN. Does SA2 assume a measurement period is required for the RAN part of delay measurement? 

SA2 would like to provide the following answers to the above questions:
A1) Based on the requirement from SA1, which is specified in the clause 6.23 of TS 22.261, the 5G system shall provide a mechanism for supporting real time E2E QoS monitoring within a system. UE is one of the elements of 5G system, so the E2E UL packet delay shall include the D1 packet delay (PDCP queuing delay, as defined in the clause 4.2.1 of TS 38.314) inside of the UE. SA2 has agreed a set of CRs as attached to update the QoS Monitoring solution description on this aspect accordingly.
A2) SA2 assumes a measurement period is not required for the RAN part of delay measurement.
