Changes agreed to be desirable

GENERAL

· If MD is used for structured, specify defaults at next level (specify default values always at level of concerned IE)

· Explanation of condition should clearly indicate status if condition is true and false. Can either be done by text within explanation or by 2 additional comments, whatever is easier to implement

· Choice with single option and one spare is replaced by option with status OP

· For IEs with MD in needed field and no change as default, include in semantics: Default value is the existing “IE name”

· For lists, even those with only one IE per entry, there shall always be a separate line specifying the multiplicity (to have one uniform/ consistent approach)

· How to handle groups of IEs of which different versions exist for different messages: agree on a case by case basis

· Use of CH: conditions shall be included in procedure specification.

· Move all multibounds to common section and include value (check is different values are intended/ for different messages)

· Move FDD/ TDD only from title to functional description

· Lists of size 1 should not be specified as list

· Bitstring to be used instead of integer for identities that UTRAN does not act upon

· Removal of text within semantics description clarifying condition for IEs with needed set to CH (integrity protection) and OP

· Choice table below message tables should be removed unless there is a clear condition

· Statements about padding for TM messages are better included in general chapter at start of ch. 10

· Spare values for choices should be introduced in column semantics description and just by listing number of values and criticality

· Spare values for value ranges, should be introduced in a similar way rather than than using names for each spare

· For FDD/ TDD choices both options should be listed, even though for one option there are no IEs included. Within semantics description (no data) can be included

· Notes may concern IEs that have been regrouped and hence need to be moved e.g. note 1 in PHYSICAL CHANNEL RECONFIGURATION.

· Some notes include FFS and/ or may not be up to date anymore… E.g. can one operator have more than one PLMN identity

· For some conditions, IEs may be Not allowed/ mandatory absent, in which case no condition  Status should be clarified

· IE ranges with steps e.g. 0.25, 0.50, … formulated as Real/ Integer (low_val, high_val) with stepsize step

· For boolean types, the meaning of true and/or false must be indicated in semantics (or better replaced by an enumerated with expressive names)

· For integers and reals, the unit should be given in the semantics column
