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The usage of the parameterised type SetupRelease is like a function call using an information element as parameter. I.e. to use it, an IE has to be defined that specifies the sequence of fields that apply for choice setup. Let’s take an example.

The two versions are equivalent i.e. use of SetupRelease is like an editorial change.
