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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 has observed that in TS 38.306, it is not clear what absence of these parameters in the UE capability signalling implies for the network, as there are no default values indicated.
· pdsch-RE-MappingFR1-PerSymbol/pdsch-RE-MappingFR1-PerSlot and 

· pdsch-RE-MappingFR2-PerSymbol/pdsch-RE-MappingFR2-PerSlot 

The consequence if this capability is not signalled would imply that PDSCH transmission is not supported at all in slots where TRS or CSI-RS for link adaptation or beam management are transmitted as it is not possible to perform rate matching around TRS, CSI-RS etc. 

Hence, RAN1 made an agreement as follows:
Agreement
Send an LS to RAN2 to inform them of the default values of pdsch-RE-MappingFR1-PerSymbol/pdsch-RE-MappingFR1-PerSlot and pdsch-RE-MappingFR2-PerSymbol/pdsch-RE-MappingFR2-PerSlot. Default values are

· pdsch-RE-MappingFR1-PerSymbol: 10
· pdsch-RE-MappingFR1-PerSlot: 16
· pdsch-RE-MappingFR2-PerSymbol: 6
· pdsch-RE-MappingFR2-PerSlot: 16
