· cellReservedForOtherUse is ignored by IAB-MT for cell barring determination, but still considered by NPN capable IAB-MT for determination of an NPN-only cell.

The current TS38.304 has captured the above agreemtents in the following NOTE of clause 5.3.1, but the “cellReservedForOtherUse” in the first sentence should be removed, since how will the IAB-MT treat this IE has been clearly stated in the second sentence.
