	For SCG failure report, based on SA5 LS S5-204542, user consent should be applied for location information. However, currently it is missing in the spec.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	The following changes are made:

For NE-DC scenario, the procedural text is updated in order to apply location info configuration (i.e. locationInfo, WLAN measurement, Bluetooth measurement, Sensor measurement) to SCGFailureInformationEUTRA.

For EN-DC scenario, the procedural text is updated in order to apply location info configuration (i.e. locationInfo, WLAN measurement, Bluetooth measurement, Sensor measurement) to MeasResultSCG-Failure.

Impacted functionality:
SCG failure report

Inter-operability:
If the network implements the changes and the UE does not, the UE may report the available detailed location information in SCGFailureInformationEUTRA and MeasResultSCG-Failure regardless of location configuration from the network signalling.
If the UE implements the changes and the network does not, there is no inter-operability issue as the location configuration is applied for all location information reporting.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	SA5 requirements on user consent for NR SON features are not implemented in RAN2 specs.
