	When the MR-DC release procedure is triggered, the UE releases all the lower layers of the SCG but is not clear how the PDCP entity and bearer configured within the RadioBearerConfig IE are handled.

The understanding is that when the MR-DC release is triggered, the UE should not release the RadioBearerConfig, unless the network instruct the UE to do so.

This is not enterely clear from the NOTE present in TS 38.331, section 5.3.5.4.
