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1 Introduction
The WI [1] was completed in last meeting, but there are some issues left. In this paper, the operation of SCG SCells at SCG activation will be discussed.
2 Discussion
Upon receiving the SCG deactivation command, all SCG SCell(s) are in deactivated state. When receiving the SCG activation command through RRC, SRS/CSI reporting/PDCCH/PUCCH transmission will be resumed for PSCell and RACH on PSCell if needed will be performed. Data transmission of SCG bearers or split bearers can be recovered at least in the PSCell. But whether to activate the SCG SCells or not is not clear for the UE. The network can activate some SCells if needed through RRC SCG activation command.
Proposal: When activating the SCG, the network can configure the SCell state for SCG SCell(s) through RRCReconfiguration message.
It was agreed in last meeting [2]:

· 1: Add TCI State information in NR RRC IE ServingCellConfig (to support also TCI state indication with direct SCell activation). The network could use this indication for RACH-less PSCell activation and direct SCell activation. For PSCell, TCI state can be updated when SCG is deactivated.

Direct SCell activation was introduced in Rel-16. The configured SCells can be configured in deactivated or activated state by RRC upon addition or after a handover. It cannot be used in SCG activation scenario if the activated SCells are not newly added. Then it is proposed to use direct SCell activation when activating SCG. And we provide TP for it in Annex.
3 Conclusion

In this contribution, we discussed the details of activation SCG SCells, and we have the following proposal: 
Proposal: When activating the SCG, the network can configure the SCell state for SCG SCell(s) through RRCReconfiguration message.
