	In R17 IAB, the following agreements on IAB-MT capability of BAP header rewriting based re-routing were agreed: 
The single UE capability is used for all UL local re-routing trigger conditions. 
No need to split UE capability further for different local re-routing trigger conditions.
Define a new separate UE capability for BAP header rewriting-based re-routing (including inter-donor DU local re-routing and inter-donor CU re-routing) as optional UE capability for IAB-MT.
As we can see, the single capability BAP header rewriting based re-routing is defined for all the trigger conditions and scenarios. So the bapHeaderRewriting-Rerouting-r17 IE shall be applicable for all the trigger conditions included both inter-donor DU local re-routing and inter-donor CU re-routing. However, it is specified in current TS 38.306 that bapHeaderRewriting-Rerouting-r17 IE indicates whether the IAB-MT supports BAP header rewriting based re-routing, including inter-donor DU local re-routing and/or inter-donor CU re-routing, which is incorrect.
