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	Reason for change:
	1. In RAN2#117e meeting, an MAC filtering issue on reception of the first PC5-S unicast message during PC5-S connection setup procedure was discussed and a working assumption was made to add the following note in MAC Spec.
	NOTE: If this TB is associated to unicast and this TB is the first TB of a logical channel which associated LCID is equal to 0 or 1, and the DST field of the decoded MAC PDU subheader is equal to the 8 MSB of any of the Source Layer-2 ID(s) of the UE for which the 16 LSB are equal to the Destination ID in the corresponding SCI, deliver the decoded MAC PDU to the disassembly and demultiplexing entity.


We find that the solution in this note may work for the first PC5-S connection setup with the first UE in proximity. However, after the first PC5-S connection setup with the first UE, a UE may receive a second Direct Communication Request message from the second UE in proximity to request the second PC5-S connection setup. In this situation, the second Direct Communication Request message is included in the second TB received via the same SCCH0. As a result, the second Direct Communication Request message would be filtered out and not delivered to the disassembly and demultiplexing entity. Similar situation may also occur to TBs received via the SCCH1.
Therefore, we think this note should be modified to remove the constraint of “the first TB” so as to allow the UE to deliver the following PC5-S unicast messages received via SCCH0 or SCCH1 to the disassembly and demultiplexing entity.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. To add a NOTE in sub-clause 5.22.2.2.2 with the proposed modification on the text of the original working assumption i.e.: 
“If this TB is associated to unicast and this TB is the first TB of received on a logical channel which associated LCID is equal to 0 or 1, and the DST field of the decoded MAC PDU subheader is equal to the 8 MSB of any of the Source Layer-2 ID(s) of the UE for which the 16 LSB are equal to the Destination ID in the corresponding SCI, deliver the decoded MAC PDU to the disassembly and demultiplexing entity”.
Impact analysis

Inter-operability: 
1. If the UE is implemented according to this CR but the network is not, there is no inter-operability issue foreseen.

2. If the network is implemented according to this CR but the UE is not, there is no inter-operability issue foreseen.

For each PSSCH duration where a transmission takes place for the Sidelink process, one TB and the associated HARQ information is received from the Sidelink HARQ Entity.
For each received TB and associated Sidelink transmission information, the Sidelink process shall:
1>	if this is a new transmission:
2>	attempt to decode the received data.
1>	else if this is a retransmission:
2>	if the data for this TB has not yet been successfully decoded:
3>	instruct the physical layer to combine the received data with the data currently in the soft buffer for this TB and attempt to decode the combined data.
1>	if the data which the MAC entity attempted to decode was successfully decoded for this TB; or
1>	if the data for this TB was successfully decoded before:
