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1. Introduction
In RAN2#117-e, a MAC CR for eDCCA [1] was agreed, but there was no conclusion for the behaviour of configured grant Type 1 in deactivated SCG. In this paper, we discuss on the remaining issues related to configured grant Type 1.
2. Discussion
In the post-meeting email discussion [2], Lenovo commented about the procedure of configured grant Type 1 as proposed in [3] and email reflector aims to have explicit agreement about this. In our view, it seems reasonable to suspend configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with PSCell upon SCG deactivation and (re-)initiate that upon SCG activation in order to reduce signalling overhead to reconfigure configured grant resources at SCG activation. Therefore, we propose: 
Proposal 1 MAC entity associated to SCG shall suspend any configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with PSCell upon SCG deactivation.
Proposal 2 MAC entity associated to SCG shall (re-)initialize any suspended configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with PSCell upon SCG activation.
According to the current MAC spec, configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with the PSCell is cleared after associated TAT expiry. For the same reason of Proposal 1 and Proposal 2, we think configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with the PSCell should not be cleared due to TAT expiry as we proposed in the previous contribution [4].
Proposal 3 MAC entity associated to SCG should not clear any suspended configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with the PSCell in deactivated SCG if TAT associated with PTAG expires.
If Proposal 1, Proposal 2 and Proposal 3 are agreeable, we have a CR [5] for describing configured grant Type 1 procedure, so we also propose:

Proposal 4 RAN2 agrees CR [5] as CR of configured grant Type 1 procedure for 38.321.
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we made the following observation and proposals:
Proposal 1 MAC entity associated to SCG shall suspend any configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with PSCell upon SCG deactivation.
Proposal 2 MAC entity associated to SCG shall (re-)initialize any suspended configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with PSCell upon SCG activation.
Proposal 3 MAC entity associated to SCG should not clear any suspended configured uplink grant Type 1 associated with the PSCell in deactivated SCG if TAT associated with PTAG expires.
Proposal 4 RAN2 agrees CR [5] as CR of configured grant Type 1 procedure for 38.321.
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
