	(1) MUSIM-GapInfo is used for both the MUSIM gap preference Indication and the MUSIM gap configuration, however, in the field description of musim-GapLength/ starting-SFN and also other elements, it only indicates MUSIM gap preference;

(2) The “cond’ is only for the downlink message, the description for the –cond aperiodic is correct when the MUSIM-GapInfo is included in the downlink message. However, the MUSIM-GapInfo is also used for the MUSIM gap preference Indication and for the MUSIM gap preference Indication, the musim-Starting-SFN-AndSubframe-r17 optional;


(3) The need S is for the filed with a default value, to specify the UE behavior upon receiving a message with the field absent. For the musim-GapLength-r17, there is no default value, thus the need S is incorrect.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1) Delete “preference” from the field description of MUSIM-GapInfo.

2) Clarify that for the MUSIM gap preference Indication, the musim-Starting-SFN-AndSubframe-r17 is optional. For the MUSIM gap configuration, it shall refer to the ----cond description table.
