The priority in MII message means the reception of broadcast services is prioritized compared to unicast bearer and also multicast MRB.
In TS38.331 v17.1.0, the field description had been updated according to the newest RAN2 agreement:
mbs-Priority
Indicates whether the UE prioritises MBS broadcast reception above unicast and MBS multicast reception. The field is present (i.e. value true), if the UE prioritises reception of broadcast services, on frequencies indicated in mbs-FreqList, above a reception of any of the unicast bearers and multicast MRBs. Otherwise the field is absent
However, in TS38.300 v17.1.0, the priority description has not been updated. 
· Priority between the reception of all listed MBS frequencies and the reception of any unicast bearer;
Therefore, the priority description in the stage 2 specification needed to be aligned with the RAN2 agreement and stage 3 specification.

	In 16.10.6.5.2, clarify in the priority item that the priority in the MBS Interest Indication is between the reception of all listed MBS frequencies and the reception of any unicast bearer and multicast bearer.

To ensure service continuity of MBS broadcast, the UE in RRC_CONNECTED state may send MBS Interest Indication to the gNB, consisting of the following information:
-	List of MBS frequencies UE is interested to receive, sorted in decreasing order of interest;
-	Priority between the reception of all listed MBS frequencies and the reception of any unicast bearer and multicast bearer;
-	List of MBS broadcast services the UE is interested to receive, in case SIB20 is scheduled by the UE's PCell.
MBS Interest Indication information reporting can be implicitly enabled/disabled by the presence of SIB21.
The gNB may use this information, together with the information about the UE's capabilities (e.g., supported band combinations), when providing an RRC configuration and/or downlink assignments to the UE, to allow the UE to receive the MBS services the UE is interested in. MBS Interest Indication information can be exchanged between source gNB and target gNB during handover.
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
