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	Reason for change:
	gNB may initiate local UE ID update with the remote UE and the relay UE for assigning a new sl-LocalIdentity of the remote UE. However, the remote UE may have generated SRAP data PDUs with the old sl-LocalIdentity and these SRAP data PDUs to be sent to the relay UE may be still buffered in lower layers of the remote UE. Similarly, the relay UE may receive some SRAP data PDUs with the old sl-LocalIdentity of the remote UE from the remote UE and these SRAP data PDUs to be sent to gNB may be still buffered in lower layers of the relay UE.
If these SRAP data PDUs with the old sl-LocalIdentity of the remote UE are buffered in the remote UE and then sent to the relay UE, the relay UE will discard these SRAP data PDUs based on the current discard examination since the relay UE just recognizes the new sl-LocalIdentity for the remote UE. This situation causes SL resource waste unnecessarily.
Similarly, if the SRAP data PDUs with the old sl-LocalIdentity of the remote UE are buffered in the relay UE and then sent to gNB, gNB would discard these SRAP data PDUs since gNB would not recognize the sl-LocalIdentity contained in the SRAP data PDUs. This situation also causes Uu resource waste.
Therefore, it is beneficial for the remote UE or the relay UE not to send these SRAP data PDUs with the old sl-LocalIdentity when the new sl-LocalIdentity for the remote UE is allocated.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	In clause 5.4, for both U2N Remote UE and U2N Relay UE, when receiving a new sl-LocalIdentity for the U2N Remote UE from RRC, the SRAP entity shall inform the lower layers to discard the SRAP Data PDU(s) with SRAP header set to the old sl-LocalIdentity of the U2N Remote UE.

-	discard the received SRAP Data PDU.
For U2N Relay UE, when a SRAP Data PDU with SRAP header that contains a UE ID field or BEARER ID field which is not included in sl-SRAP-Config-Relay is received except that the SRAP Data PDU from SL-RLC1 as specified in TS 38.331 [3] is the first SRAP Data PDU received from a U2N Remote UE, or when a SRAP Data PDU that contains a UE ID which does not match the concerned sl-LocalIdentity corresponding to sl-L2Identity-Remote of the ingress link is received by U2N Relay UE, the SRAP entity shall:
