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	Reason for change:
	For UEs capable of L3 U2N Remote UE (irrespective of its RRC state) and for the IDLE/INACTIVE UEs capable of L2 U2N Remote UE, the UE can decide whether to perform sidelink discovery for relay selection/reselection based on AS criteria. However, for UEs capable of L2 U2N Remote UE, a CONNECTED UE may be configured with RRM measurement to search for candicate L2 U2N Relay UEs for potential direct-to-indirect path switch. In this case, it would be a redundant behavour to check AS criteria for the UE, because the network expects the UE to perform sidelink discovery and report the measurement results when configuring the measurement. 
In order to simplify the UE behavour for Relay measurement reporting, it can be clarified that a UE capable of L2 U2N Remote UE can perform discovery after configured with measurement object of L2 U2N Relay UE i.e. consider NR Sidelink U2N Remote UE threshold conditions met without checking the Uu condition.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	In clause 5.8.15.2, clarify that if the UE is configured with NR sidelink measurements of L2 U2N Relay UEs, it considers the threshold conditions to be met (entry).
