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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 has discussed whether the network commands SCG deactivation as a response upon UE requests to temporarily restrict the UE capability while dual active Multi-SIM operation. SCG deactivation is one of the candidate solutions to resolve a conflict between the frequency of PSCell in the current SIM and the frequency of PCell in other SIMs. If the network commands the SCG deactivation to the UE, the UE shall perform the UE requirements required for SCG deactivation (e.g. CSI-RS measurement, beam measurement, or RLM) while dual active Multi-SIM operations.

RAN2 wants to know whether the conflict can be resolved without additional UE requirements even if the UE continues to perform the UE requirements for SCG deactivation in the current network while maintaining an RRC connection on another network due to other SIM operations.

Also, in case of that the conflict is caused by a frequency of the SCell, RAN2 wants to know whether the conflict can be resolved without additional UE requirements even if the UE deactivates the SCell after the network commands SCell deactivation to resolve the conflict.
