When the upper layer provides multiple carriers in service to carrier mapping information to AS, we need TX profile extension to inform whether the transmission corresponding the service is backward compatible or not. If backward compatibility is needed, only the legacy carrier is used for transmission when PDCP duplication is not used. If PDCP duplication is used, at least a legacy carrier is used. FFS whether to use PDCP duplication or not is up to UE implementation.

For UC, it is related to the following FFS point at least (and further it is unclear whether the capability of peer UE should be taken into account)

Working assumption: SL CA/PDCP duplication is applied to PC5-RRC after SL link is established. FFS on the exact time when it can be started.
