Introduction
[bookmark: _Toc242573354]RAN2 has discussed how to support encapsulated QoE measurement in NR-DC, how to support RVQoE in NR-DC scenario and how to align RVQoE reports and encapsulated QoE reports has not been discussed yet in RAN2. In this paper, some discussion on the RvQoE reporting in NR-DC scenario are proposed.
Discussion
2.1	SRB indication for RVQoE reporting
As per RAN3 agreements at RAN3#121 meeting [1], RAN3 has agreed to define two different reporting leg indications for QoE and RVQoE. It means the gNB will use explicit SRB indication for RVQoE reporting, which is separate from SRR indication for encapsulated QoE reporting.
So it’s proposed as below:
Proposal 1: The gNB will use explicit SRB indication for RVQoE reporting, which is separate with from SRR indication for encapsulated QoE reporting.
2.2	RVQoE reporting procedures
RAN3#119bis made WA that QoE reports and RVQoE reports pertaining to the same QoE reference can be sent over different legs [1]. RAN3#120 also agreed that the non-RVQoE-configuring node can indicate to the RVQoE-configuring node that it does not want to receive the RVQoE reports [1]. To follow RAN3’s agreement, it’s generally to understand that RVQoE reports and encapsulated QoE reports can be reported separately to different nodes (MN or SN) in NR-DC. It’s proposed as below:
Proposal 2: RVQoE reports and encapsulated QoE reports can be reported separately to the different nodes (MN or SN) in NR-DC.
