2	Discussion
The goals for this offline discussion are:
1. to discuss the impact of releasing the (non-preconfigured) SRS configuration when the TAT is not running (expiry or cell reselection).
2. converge on a way forward considering the level of impact if the release is supported.
Scope of discussion does not include pre-configured SRS configuration since that was already discussed and agreed that, for preconfigured SRS, the configuration is released only when the network releases it explicitly.
For the (non-preconfigured) SRS configuration, releasing the SRS configuration when TAT is not running, the following impacts for releasing the SRS configuration were identified from online discussions:
1. UE cannot reuse the same SRS configuration when it moves back to the same validity area where the UE moved out from.
2. UE cannot be provided with delta SRS configuration in the NEW validity area.
3. the serving gNB will have to interact with other gNBs and the LMF (since network and UE need to be aligned about the SRS configuration provided to UE) and it will require RAN3 work.
The rapporteur listed the following way forward options for discussion:

1. Use only explicit release of the SRS configuration by the network in Release 18
2. Leave UE behaviour unspecified (not standardize)
3. Others?

Discussion Notes:
Are there any other identified impacts due to releasing the SRS configuration when TAT is not running?
Ericsson thinks impact is the same as in Rel-17. No different from legacy. 
CATT thinks the original gNB should be informed of change in SRS configuration. So there is impact to RAN3.
ZTE prefers to handle the timer expiry and moving out of cell separately.
IDT is fine with releasing the SRS configuration.
Huawei think the list of impacts are not really impacts and we don’t have to deviate from legacy behaviour. OK to release the SRS configuration. 
Xiaomi prefer to not release the SRS configuration.
Intel and Ericsson agree with Huawei that for non-preconfigured SRS configuration legacy behaviour to release the SRS configuration is fine.
Samsung prefer to keep the SRS configuration which could be useful for delta configuration in the new validity area.
Summary:
The offline discussion did not achieve any consensus both on the list of impacts identified (see above) for releasing the non-preconfigured SRS configuration when TAT is not running and, on the way forward options listed at the start of the offline discussion. We could only agree to list where each company stood on what should be the way forward for this issue. This is captured below.
