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1   Introduction
Several agreements were made during the ongoing meeting originating from NTN (and some indirectly from LTM) work, which impact the RACHless HO CR which mIAB intends to co-sign. The purpose of this tdoc is to present these in the proposal form, for RAN2’s attention.
2   Proposals
It was agreed for NTN to adopt the LTE approach of not proceeding to RACH in case where RACH would be triggered due to inability to send SR. It is proposed to agree this for mIAB as well:
Proposal 1: If rach-lessHO is configured for mIAB-MT, in cases where a pending SR cannot be sent, Random Access shall not be initiated.
For the specific case of CG, it was agreed for NTN to use the first of the configured CG occasions. It is proposed to agree this for mIAB as well:
Proposal 2: When CG is configured for the initial uplink transmission for an mIAB-MT configured with rach-lessHO, the initial uplink transmission shall be performed in the first available CG occasion for RACH-less handover.
And finally, NTN discussed introduction of CG-LTM-retransmission timer and agreed to adopt it pending CR checks. As CG is considered not essential for mIAB and a separate capability has already been agreed for CG for the mIAB case, it is proposed to adopt the timer and minimize standardization effort:
Proposal 3: The CG-LTM-retransmission timer for the initial UL transmission using CG is introduced for mIAB. Range of values can be discussed during the CR check phase.[image: image1.png]
