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1. Introduction
This contribution aims to discuss [B108] for TS38.331.
2. Discussion
In R17, a L2 U2N relay UE would forward SIB1 in unsolicited way via UuMessageTransferSidelink message according to the current specification in section 5.8.9.9.2. However, in MP, the direct path and indirect path may have the different cells. If the remote UE applies the SIB1 forwarded from the relay UE, it will apply wrong configuration.

Actions related to transmission of UuMessageTransferSidelink message

The L2 U2N Relay UE initiates the Uu message transfer procedure when at least one of the following conditions is met:

1>
upon receiving Paging message related to the connected L2 U2N Remote UE from network (including Paging message within RRCReconfiguration message);

1>
upon acquisition of the SIB(s) requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE (as indicated in sl-RequestedSIB-List in the RemoteUEInformationSidelink) or upon receiving the updated SIB(s) from network which has been requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE;

1>
upon acquisition of the posSIB(s) requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE (as indicated in sl-RequestedPosSIB-List in the RemoteUEInformationSidelink) or upon receiving the updated posSIB(s) from network which have been requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE;

1>
upon unsolicited SIB1 forwarding to the connected L2 U2N Remote UE or upon receiving the updated SIB1 from network;

There are two options which can address the issue. The first option is that relay UE does not perform the unsolicited SIB1 forwarding in this case. However, the relay UE is not aware of whether there are the different serving cells. The second option is that the remote UE can ignore the received SIB1 from relay UE if the remote UE receives SIB1 from the relay UE. The second option impacts specification less. 
Proposal 1: The remote UE ignores the unsolicited SIB1 forwarded from the relay UE if the direct path and the indirect path correspond to the different cells.
Proposal 2: If P1 can be agreed, RAN2 to agree with TP shown below.

Actions related to transmission of UuMessageTransferSidelink message

The L2 U2N Relay UE initiates the Uu message transfer procedure when at least one of the following conditions is met:

1>
upon receiving Paging message related to the connected L2 U2N Remote UE from network (including Paging message within RRCReconfiguration message);

1>
upon acquisition of the SIB(s) requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE (as indicated in sl-RequestedSIB-List in the RemoteUEInformationSidelink) or upon receiving the updated SIB(s) from network which has been requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE;

1>
upon acquisition of the posSIB(s) requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE (as indicated in sl-RequestedPosSIB-List in the RemoteUEInformationSidelink) or upon receiving the updated posSIB(s) from network which have been requested by the connected L2 U2N Remote UE;

1> upon unsolicited SIB1 forwarding to the connected L2 U2N Remote UE or upon receiving the updated SIB1 from network;
For each associated L2 U2N Remote UE, the L2 U2N Relay UE shall set the contents of UuMessageTransferSidelink message as follows:

1>
include sl-PagingDelivery if the Paging message received from network containing the ue-Identity of the L2 U2N Remote UE;

1>
include sl-SIB1-Delivery if any of the conditions for initiating Uu message transfer procedure related to SIB1 are met;

1>
include sl-SystemInformationDelivery if any of the conditions for initiating Uu message transfer procedure related to System Information are met;

1>
submit the UuMessageTransferSidelink message to lower layers for transmission.

NOTE:
The L2 U2N Relay UE may perform unsolicited forwarding of SIB1 to the L2 U2N Remote UE based on UE implementation.

5.8.9.9.3
Reception of the UuMessageTransferSidelink

Upon receiving the UuMessageTransferSidelink message, the L2 U2N Remote UE shall:

1>
if sl-PagingDelivery is included:

2>
perform the paging reception procedure as specified in clause 5.3.2.3;

if sl-SystemInformationDelivery and/or sl-SIB1-Delivery is included:

2>
perform the actions specified in clause 5.2.2.4.

Note: the remote UE ignores the unsolicited SIB1 forwarded from the relay UE if the direct path and the indirect path correspond to the different cells.
