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TSG-T1 thanks TSG-RAN2 for their liaison statement regarding changes to TR-25.926 UE radio access capabilities.

TSG-T1 have used both the GSMA ISG document and TR 25.926 as source documents for developing test cases, and are grateful to TSG-RAN2 for keeping us informed.

TSG-T1 has adopted the following strategy, motivated by the limited resources within the group for drafting test cases:

Priority #1 is given to covering the RABs defined in the GSMA ISG document for Speech and Circuit Switched data (TSG-T1 have earlier declared that these services are first priority).

Priority #2 is given to covering the RABs defined in the GSMA ISG document for Packet Switched data.

Priority #3 is given to covering additional RABs defined in TR 25.926 for Speech and Circuit Switched data.

Priority #4 is given to covering additional RABs defined in TR 25.926 for Packet Switched data.

TSG-T1 would also like to inform TSG-RAN2 that TR 25.926 is also very useful for determining the applicability of test cases, and for deriving Implementation Conformance Statement (ICS) questions and parameters needed for operation of the TTCN Conformance Test Suite. We thank TSG-RAN2 for keeping us updated on the proposed future changes.
