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1 Report

In RAN2 meeting #15,  tdoc R2-001733 was presented to highlight the the difference between the neighbour cell measurements and the cell reselection procedure in states, which have been optimised for DRX (CELL_PCH, URA_PCH, idle mode) and the CELL_FACH state, where continuous reception is required. Whereas intra-frequency measurements can be carried out despite continuous reception, measurements on another frequency require measurement breaks. The measurement breaks specified in the current RRC specification are not sufficient to ensure efficient cell reselection performance to another frequency and may even disrupt the intra-frequency cell reselection procedure.

As no conclusions on the solution to the problem were reached in the meeting, it was decided to continue the discussion on the reflector. There was no input on the reflector except the proposal from Nokia to omit cell reselections to another frequency (or system) in CELL_FACH state. Therefore, no proposal on a way forward can be given by the email ad hoc group.

2 Proposal from NOkia

Nokia proposes that the concerns raised in tdoc R2-001733 regarding measurement performance in CELL_FACH state are sent to RAN WG4 for evaluation. It is further proposed that the final decisions concerning the minimum measurement intervals in CELL_FACH state,  and on whether inter-frequency/inter-system measurements are feasible in CELL_FACH state are postponed to R2#17. An alternative to sending a liaison statement is to include this topic in the agenda of the planned R2-R4 joint meeting during R2#17. 
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
