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RAN WG4 would like to thank RAN WG2 for liason regarding the UE RRC processing delays. In TSG RAN WG4#13 meeting in Turin the group concluded following issues, and would like to inform TSG RAN WG2 about the status of the discussions.

The group felt that these requirements are indeed needed and the urgency of this work was recognized. However TSG RAN WG4 identified that there are several issues where setting the requirement was felt to be in the scope TSG RAN WG4, especially in the area of decoding capabilities and processing delays.

Current understanding of this group is that the purpose of defining these requirements is to ensure that the protocol error handling is working properly. Another purpose is to ensure an efficient interworking of UE and UTRAN in the system. TSG RAN WG4 would like to get confirmation that this indeed is the purpose of requirement.

TSG RAN WG4 would also like to inform TSG RAN WG2 that the interpretation of the N1 figures for System Information Broadcast was unclear and requests clarification.

It was felt that the expertise of TSG RAN WG4 covers the issues of UE demodulation and processing capabilities. Hence it is proposed that the UE processing delays  in terms of decoding times, processing delays, number of messages to be processed in a defined time, and number of parallel events that can be evaluated should be defined by TSG RAN WG4, and TSG RAN WG2 should use the numbers defined by TSG RAN WG4 as a baseline for defining the requirements from protocol point of view, to ensure a proper operation of higher layers. At the next meeting TSG RAN WG4 intends to work in the area, and will provide TSG RAN WG2 with baseline figures. Until then, TSG RAN WG4 would like that TSG RAN WG2 do not conclude on the figures in the specification.

In case the RRC command includes the physical layer synchronisation or operations in physical layer, TSG RAN WG4 would like to consider the requirement and state possible requirements into 25.133, in which some of these requirements have been already specified. Figures on physical layer procedures can then be referenced by TSG RAN WG2, when setting the overall requirement in their specifications. 

TSG RAN WG4 would also like to confirm that the UE and BTS implementation issues have been discussed in this group, and hence we feel that the complexity issues of these requirements should be considered in future in TSG RAN WG4. 

TSG RAN WG4 belives that the above proposed work split, will ensure that both the physical layer operations and protocol aspects will be covered together ensuring a reasonable implementation.

TSG RAN WG4 assumes that  the proposed work split is acceptable for TSG RAN WG2.  TSG RAN WG4 will keep TSG RAN WG2 informed about future proceedings in this area.
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
