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In UMTS R99, LCS support is only provided for cell based positioning methods. The intention is to include full support for additional methods in Release 4. However, work was done within 3GPP RAN to ensure that R99 UEs can support LCS in future releases. This work includes specification of UE measurement capabilities and signalling procedures between RNC and UE.

One of the basic LCS procedures is the Mobile Originated Location Request (MO-LR), which is defined as a supplementary service. It has been brought to our attention that the MO-LR feature is not being standardised for R99. This implies that R99 UEs will not be able to support MO-LR when LCS support becomes available in future UMTS releases. In order to ensure future compatibility, RAN WG2 would therefore like CN4 to consider inclusion of MO-LR in Release 99 specs.
