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1. Introduction

This document is intended as information to 3GPP RAN WG2 about the status of the ROHC work in IETF (Internet Engineering Task Force). The paper presents current status of work progress in the ROHC WG. 

2. Status of the ROHC PROTOCOL

The ROHC work has proceeded well since RAN2#16. Practically all items have been solved and two versions (04 and 05) of the draft has been produced. The algorithm description is stable and the remaining work has been on identifying mistakes from the draft and doing some editing. The latest version of the ROHC draft is attached to this contribution and can also be found from [1]. Furthermore, latest versions of the lower layer guidelines and ROHC requirements are attached and can also be found from [2] and [3]. Currently, we are waiting for ROHC draft 06 which is going to be the version submitted for last call.

3. ROHC mailing list 

The activity has continues in ROHC mailing list as reported in last meeting. Despite of fast pace in the mailing list the group has produced a good, understandable and consistent draft which is believed to fit well to wireless environment, especially to 3GPP.

4. Milestones

The aggressive schedule throughout the development has been one of the major challenges. The list below compares the last presented schedule to the actual one (the missed ones are on red, actual ones are on green and new estimates on blue). Even if some milestones have been missed during the last period it has been beneficial for the protocol development, as several mistakes and inconsistencies have been identified and corrected resulting in a mature algorithm.
