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1. Introduction

At the RAN2#17 meeting, 13-17 November, it was agreed to have an e-mail discussion concerning the use of pre- defined/ default configurations.

The main outstanding issues to be addressed in the e-mail discussion, as summarised in a kick off mail, were as follows:

1) the list of default configuration

2) the parameter values for each of the default configurations

3) the application of pre-configuration within UTRA

2. Summary of discussion

There was only one contribution to the e-mail discussion. This concerned a proposal from Nortel for splitting the preconfiguration information into two parts, one part for the layer 2 configuration and one part for the layer 1 configuration. It is envisaged that different preconfigurations may apply the same layer 2 configuration. The objective of the split is to avoid duplicate transfer of the layer 2 information e.g. on system information. The proposal has been submitted for discussion during the RAN2 meeting [1].

It should be noted that another contribution related to the e-mail discussion has been submitted [2]. This contribution from Ericsson concerns proposed parameter values for default parameters.

3. Conclusion

Since there was no real discussion on the email reflector, further discussion of the outstanding issues is required at the R2#18 meeting. The indicated contributions [1], [2] can be used to initiate this discussion.
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
