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TSG-RAN WG3 thanks TSG GERAN for their liaison statement GP-00735 related to their discussions on a possible “Iur” signalling interface between GERAN and UTRAN.

Based on its limited knowledge of this topic, TSG-RAN WG3 would like to inform TSG-GERAN that they don't see presently any feasibility problems for the introduction of a new “Iur-G–like” interface (carrying only signalling) in order to ease inter system hand-over of mobiles. However, TSG-RAN WG3 has not sufficiently studied the issue to answer to TSG-GERAN right now.

In order to achieve this study, TSG-RAN WG3 would like to get more information on the benefits of the presence of an Iur-G–like signalling interface between a GERAN BSS and an UTRAN RNC, in particular on the possibility to define “Registration Areas” that can contain cells from different BSCs/RNCs. TSG-RAN WG3 would also like to ask TSG GERAN to which extend they are considering the reuse of the existing RNSAP procedures, messages and parameters (e.g. use of identifiers).

TSG-RAN WG3 will give guidance to TSG-GERAN when more information on that issue is find out.
