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TSG RAN WG2 thanks TSG RAN WG3 for their LS R3-011030 on RAB negotiation and re-negotiation. TSG RAN WG2 has reviewed the questions and the responses are listed below:

· RAN2 recognises that all of the three parameters below influence the radio resource usage in some way:

· The Residual Bit Error Ratio would influence the size of the CRC that is used on L1 but modification of the CRC size is not expected to influence radio resource significantly.

· SDU error ratio and transfer delay influence the power and RLC configuration required for the service. The precise influence of these parameters would depend on the particular service scenarios. However, it was unclear as to what role these parameters would play in the end-to-end QoS (re)-negotiation scheme.
