1 Scope

The purpose of the present document is to help the TSG RAN WG2 group to specify the changes to existing TS 25.305 and give quidance to the TSG RAN WG3 to specify changes to their specifications, needed for the introduction of the open SMLC-SRNC interface within the UTRAN to support UTRAN Rel'4 positioning methods.

Based on [1], the objective of this work item is to provide an open interface between the Standalone SMLC and the SRNC within the UTRAN for the support of Rel'4 positioning methods, i.e. Cell ID based-, OTDOA based- and A-GPS- position methods.

It is intended to gather all information in order to trace the history and the status of the Work Task in RAN WG2. It is not intended to replace contributions and Change Requests, but only to list conclusions and make reference to agreed contributions and CRs. When solutions are sufficiently stable, the CRs can be issued.

It describes agreed requirements related to the Work Task, and split the Work Task into “Study Areas” in order to group contributions in a consistent way.

It identifies the affected specifications with related Change Requests.

It also describes the schedule of the Work Task.

This document is a ‘living’ document, i.e. it is permanently updated and presented to all TSG-RAN meetings.

Introduction

There exists a WI for 'Open SMLC-SRNC Interface within the UTRAN to support A-GPS Positioning', and in this WI it is intended to specify open Iupc Interface between the Stand-alone A-GPS SMLC and the SRNC to support A-GPS positioning method. It is expected that the WI is finalized in TSG RAN #12 and all the appropriate technical specifications are agreed according the agreements received.

In this Technical Report the scope is to extend the Iupc interface to support other Rel'4 position methods and to study possibilities to enlarge SMLC's UE position control functions, allowing the Stand Alone SMLC have greater control of UE position estimate by controlling the LMUs and requesting measurement results from UEs.

The intention is to use the defined A-GPS call flows/messages/protocols when applicable assuming the 'A-GPS Iupc' interface is done with consideration for extending the interface to other methods.
