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The current 25.305 is dependent on RAN3 specifications when it comes to describing the PCAP signalling flows in subclause 6.6.5.1. This dependency is on the other hand not present for what regards for example Iur, where a reference is made.

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For the sake of independency between specifications handled by different working groups, the description of PCAP signalling flows is removed and a reference is added.

There would be a dependency between RAN2 and RAN3 specifications. The description of Iupc would be also inconsistent with the one of other UTRAN internal interfaces within 25.305 itself.
