Other open issues in 25.304 not covered with CR 071r1

1. Introduction

During the last RAN2 meeting # 20 in Hayama a number of operators identified open issues and inconsistencies in TS 25.304v 3.6.0 and v4.0.0, which could lead to erroneous behavior of UEs in idle mode. Proposed changes were presented R2-010964 and comments made in a subsequent e-mail discussion were collected in R2-011030. A revised CR was also drafted (R2-01142) in order to correct the majority of the open issues.

However, the e-mail discussion and discussions during RAN WG2#21 have resulted in a number of new additional open issues that have not been taken into account in R2-011327. The still open issues from R2-010964 and the new open issues are presented in this document together with the actions, if any, taken in order to resolve them. 

2. Still open issues 

The issues that have not been resolved are the following:


· The use of the term ”strongest cell” for PLMN selection and initial cell selection after PLMN selection and the question if more than one PLMN per carrier shall be considered 

· Action taken: An LS (R2- 011205) has been sent to RAN WG1 and RAN WG4 in order to find out what the definition is and the nature and requirements of the cell search procedure.

· Comments: The answers are not available yet.


· It was proposed to remove all references to SoLSA in TS25.304v 3.6.0 and v4.0.0 since SoLSA is not supported in Release 99 or Release 4.  


· Action taken: References to SoLSA have been put back in again. Text indicating that SoLSA is not supported has been included. 

· Comments: The references are needed in TS25.304 since a cell can still be indicated as supporting SoLSA in system information. Should we remove this possibility from TS25.331 even though it is a non-backwards compatible change? 

· The ambiguous description regarding simultaneous PLMN search and Cell Reselection

· Action taken: None yet
· Comments: 


· The clause 10.8 “NAS Controlled Cell Selection” needs to be checked if consistent with R’99

· Action taken: None yet

· Comments: Is the Section really necessary? The relevant specifications for checking the signaling need to be identified.


· Should the IE “Intra-frequency cell re-selection indicator” also be sent in system information for cells reserved for operator and SoLSA use ? 

· Action taken: The basic problem is taken care of in R2-011327.

· Comments: The UEs will behave as if the cell is barred, with default value “not allowed” for the IE and the maximum value of Tbarred. Is this solution flexible enough? If the system information is changed to include the IE for other cases than barred cells, it will be a non-backwards compatible change. 


· Definition of suitable cell is different for idle and connected mode regarding the list of forbidden LA

· Action taken: None yet

· Comments: 


· What are the triggers for initial cell reselection for connected mode?

· Action taken: None yet.

· Comments: It was proposed to ask RAN WG4 about this issue, but it was decided that RAN WG2 should have an opinion of its own before doing this.
