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TSG RAN WG2 thanks TSG CN WG1 for the LS on RRC establish cause mapping. The proposal by TSG CN WG1 for the following different cases were discussed in TSG RAN WG2:

RRC establish cause value

1. at request to re-establish RABs

2. at new PDP context activation

3. at modification of an existing PDP context

4. at deactivation of a PDP context

5. when performing a Routing Area Update in order to re-establish the signalling connection at RRC connection release with cause “Directed signalling connection re-establishment”

It was noted in TSG RAN WG2 that the solutions for case 2 and 3 were not in line with the TSG RAN WG2 original assumption since, TSG CN WG1 considered active PDP contexts. However, if TSG CN WG1 agrees to proceed along with what is indicated in your LS, TSG RAN WG2 have no objections to the proposal.

The following two cases exemplifies the discussion in TSG RAN WG2:

If a background call is to be established and there is an ongoing conversational call there will be a RRC connection established already. Since, the RRC connection is established the cause value used is of limited importance on the radio interface. For this particular scenario any mapping will be acceptable from RAN2 point of view.

If a background call is ongoing and a conversational call is established the UE will select the "most demanding" between the active contexts. This will result in that the cause value "background" is used. This will then give no guidance to the RNC on possible establishments on dedicated resources for the conversational call.
