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During the SA #11 plenary meeting the RAN WI entitled "Enhancement of Broadcast and Introduction of Multicast Capabilities in RAN" was approved under the condition that S1 would address the issue and subsequently generate a corresponding WI. 

In the last SA #12 plenary meeting, the S1 WI [S1-010587] entitled "Enhancement of Broadcast and Introduction of Multicast" was presented and approved (together with PR-010460, the updated RAN WI from RAN #12). 

In addition, S1 presented for information the technical report on "Broadcast and Multicast Services", TR 22.946 [SP-010267]. SA found that the report contains a substantial amount of information and suggested to S1 to turn it into a stage-1 TS once it is stable. This TS could be presented for information in SA #13 and would then be fed to S2 (which will generate a corresponding S2 WI) and also RAN (to start work on the RAN TR).

S1 organised an adhoc on Broadcast/Multicast which took place in Newbury, UK between 2nd-3rd July 2000. During this meeting a number of contributions were presented and incorporated into the TR/TS.

The adhoc chairman recognised that substantial restructuring is still required in the TR/TS which expected to take place during S1 #13 (9th–13th July), where another two-days adhoc has been scheduled.

The draft TR [S1-BM-010022] from the Newbury meeting is attached for the information of the RAN 2 delegates.

We wish to draw the group's attention to the fact that although the "introduction of multicast capabilities" is a common aim in both RAN2 and S1, regarding the enhancement of broadcast, S1 has decided not to address the existing CBS which was found to be beyond the scope of the S1 TR/TS and therefore its enhancement will not be addressed by this S1 WI. Instead a new Broadcast service (termed Multimedia Broadcast Service) has been proposed.

It should be noted that the attached draft TR/TS has not yet been approved by S1 and therefore further changes are anticipated to occur. It is expected that once the S1 TR/TS has been approved by the S1 #13 meeting it will be liased to RAN2.
