Introduction
During RAN WG2#21 a contribution was presented [1] which discussed that not being able to received the "Cell ID" in CELL_DCH state was a serious omission to the current specifications in order to be able to perform O&M. Further to this discussion paper, at RAN WG2#22 an LS was received from SA2 [2] clarifying this point and stating that the inclusion of this Cell ID information would be required as part of the work on IMS (Rel-5). 

The purpose of this contribution is to list a number of working assumption in order that the appropriate CRs can be produced to include the Cell ID and rectify this omission.

Recommendations
Vodafone would like to include a FULL list of the cells that the UE is connected to in connected mode. In order for this information to be available in the CELL_DCH state the "cell id" information of the respective cells will have to be available in all messages that be used to perform some UTRAN mobility.

 The full set of messages that need to include this information to ensure consistent delivery of cell id information are:

ACTIVE SET UPDATE

HANDOVER TO UTRAN

PHYSICAL CHANNEL RECONFIGURATION

RADIO BEARER RECONFIGURATION

RADIO BEARER SETUP

TRANSPORT CHANNEL RECONFIGURATION
