This short contribution identifies several inconsistencies on the Traffic Volume Measurement functionality.

2. Discussion

1. Subsection 11.1 of [1] – Traffic volume measurement for dynamic radio bearer control: It is not clear from the text if the two reporting modes, i.e. Periodical and Event Trigger can be "active" simultaneously in the UE. The Figure 11.1.1 seems to imply that they can be. It is proposed to clarify that the two reporting modes can be active simultaneously and that the Figure 11.1.1 is for the UE side and informative.
2.
Subsection 8.4 and 10.2.17 of [2] – Measurement control: If the UTRAN wants the UE to report the TVM on the two triggers, it shall define two "Measurement identity" both being of the "Traffic Volume measurement" type, one set with reporting mode: Periodical and the other one with the mode: Event Trigger. In case the two triggers are reached in the same TTI, whether the report will include two reports or only one seems to be open in [2]. In [1], Figure 11.1.1 implies that only the mode Even Trigger will apply. This shall be clarified.
3.
Subsection 10.3.7.72 of [2] - Traffic volume measurement reporting criteria: The IE "Parameters required for each Event" is Optional. It seems no scenario exist where this IE would not be included, therefore it is proposed to change its "Need" to Mandatory.
